Cooperativa Nica HOPE
The Nica HOPE jewelry project was created as an income-
generating opportunity for youth from the community of 
the Managua City dump, La Chureca. Through Nica HOPE’s 
vocational programs, young people learn how to make 
jewelry to earn an income in a safe environment. Fabretto’s 
education and nutrition programs also support vulnerable 
children and youth, helping them continue their education 
and become healthy, productive community members. In 
2012, after four years of learning and developing skills, the 
artisans from the project established their own independent 
cooperative, becoming the owners of their business. By 
purchasing Nica HOPE products, you support these young 
artisans and Fabretto’s programs in their community.
